In 1909, due to the heavy population of immigrants in the Fox Chase area, Saint Cecilia Mission was established.  It was served by Presentation Parish.  On October 1, 1911, Archbishop Prendergast officially established Saint Cecilia as a Parish.

Today the people of Saint Cecilia Parish recognize their call to grow as a faith community.  Our Parish continues to create and nourish our Christian community with the emphasis being placed on the Eucharistic Liturgy and the Sacraments as the most powerful means of spiritual growth and continuing conversion of life.  We are a community that lives out our belief that God is Creator and Father of us all and we are brothers and sisters to one another.  As a community we support and affirm the ministry of Catholic Education and one that serves those in need.

Saint Cecilia Parish has been participating in the Archdiocese of Philadelphia’s Heritage of Faith ~ Vision of Hope campaign.  This historic initiative is designed to ensure the long-term ability of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia to continue to enhance its religious, educational and charitable services, while simultaneously focusing on individual parish priorities.

Saint Cecilia’s target for this effort is $1,340,000.  Thirty-five cents of every dollar pledged up to our goal will remain at the parish for our needs.  The parish share of the goal is $469,000.  Once over goal, 65 cents of every dollar pledged will stay at the parish.
As part of our Vision of Hope, Saint Cecilia needs to prepare for our future.  With our parish share, we plan to:

· Enhance our PREP Program;

· Supplement our Scholarship Fund; and

· Set up a capital Improvement Fund for future projects.
